Christ is Risen!
Dear Brothers and Sisters,

On May 21, we celebrate Vyshyvanka Day. On this day, Ukrainians wear embroidered shirts as a symbol of the unity of our people.
This idea was first proposed in 2006 by a student named Lesya Voroniuk, and it soon became a symbol of the connection between
generations.

The earliest mentions of embroidered clothing worn by the Scythians, who lived on the lands of present-day Ukraine, can be found
in the writings of Herodotus dating back to the 8th century BC.

During archaeological excavations of ancient burial mounds, silver plaques from the 6th century were discovered depicting men
wearing embroidered shirts. The ornaments on them are similar to those found on traditional folk costumes from the 18th century.
Our people have always treated the vyshyvanka as something sacred. Since ancient times, the embroidered shirt has been a
protective symbol and a representation of beauty, health, family memory, love, and inspiration.

Embroidery has long been one of the most beloved forms of decorative and applied folk art.

Vyshyvanka Day is a unique cultural heritage of our people, symbolizing unity and faith in the connection with past generations.
Vyshyvanka Day is celebrated not only in Ukraine, but also in cities around the world wherever Ukrainians live.

May everyone who wears a vyshyvanka on this day feel the warmth of its embroidered threads close to their heart.

May its colorful ornament become a symbol of our resilience, our faith in victory over the enemy, our beauty, and our eternal and
unconquerable Ukraine.

Because the vyshyvanka is not just clothing — it is the code of the nation. It is the soul of the people, woven into the fabric of time,
reminding us who we are and where our family roots come from.
