TRIBUTE TO SISTER OLIA KOWCZ

On Friday, September 5", we laid to rest the earthly remains of our dear Sister Olia Kowcz, with a traditional service, according to
her wishes. Everyone, through their personal relationship with her or working with her, knew how committed she was to her
family, her parish, helping others and her career.

As a young motherless widow, in her 20’s, with two young infant daughters, she placed her unwavering faith in God as she forged
ahead. The girls were cared for by a friend “baba Gorbachevska”, while Sister Olia worked. The family remained active in parish life
as well. Church services were attended as well as Ukrainian school, choir, organizations. Life was busy. The next step for Sister Olia
was returning to school to further her education. With the support of her daughters, she completed her B/A in Poly/Sci, studying
evenings over nine years. This helped secure her career as the Secretary General at the Protestant School Board of Greater
Montreal.

Sister Olia was very active in church life. A longtime member of the parish council, financial secretary of the women’s organization
“Daughters of Ukraine”, choir member and President of Brotherhood Misericordia Christiana for 29 years. She also provided
secretarial assistance to Fr. Volodymyr for over 20 years, maintaining the sacramental record books, scheduling his house blessing
visits, providing maternal advice, to name a few. Many of these positions being held at the same time. With her wisdom,
organizational skills, warmth and compassion, a pillar of the community that in many aspects is irreplaceable. Sister Olia was a firm
believer in ethics, traditions, fairness and following protocol. She was however, open to new ideas if they served a practical purpose
in our everchanging world. Working with her, you gained an immense respect for her dedication and work. She always listened
calmly to any ideas put forth and based on their merit support them, or respond that it is better to continue as it was based on
tradition, historical context and purpose.

BXM — Sister Olia was president for 29 years. She exemplified its goals: to nurture love and respect for our church community and
its people, to support the spirit of brotherhood and true Christian mercy, to visit ailing members in hospitals or in their homes.
Sister Olia helped Fr. Ihor Kutash find a job substitute teaching when he arrived in Montreal and needed work.

She helped new Ukrainians as they settled in Montreal and joined the parish, making lifelong friends who were there for any need
she might have.

It cannot be a coincidence that her daughters chose professions where compassion and selflessness and dedication are paramount,
Hanya as a teacher and Luba a nurse.

She welcomed people into our Cathedral, encouraged them to participate, got to know them and their interests, inviting them to
become part of our community. She visited the sick, called those who were unable to come to church, to let them know what was
happening at church, and to ask how they were doing. She was a generous donor to the church and in helping others. Unbeknown
to others, she paid dues to BXM for some members who were unable to or had no one to do it for them.

Jesus declares that acts of kindness toward vulnerable people such as the poor, sick and marginalized members of the Christian
community, are actually acts of service performed for Him. This verse teaches that genuine faith is demonstrated through actions of
compassion and that caring for others is a primary way to show love for Christ, ultimately impacting one's eternal destiny.

May Sister Olia’s rewards be great in heaven as she is reunited with her parents and beloved husband.
