Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

We stand on the threshold of the celebration of the Nativity of Christ and the arrival of the new year, 2025. Our troubled Ukraine
will celebrate this holiday for the third year, against the backdrop of a full-scale Russian invasion of our land.

The story of the Nativity of the Son of God on earth is unique in that Jesus was born not in luxurious chambers, but in a manger,
surrounded by hay. When Herod learned of the birth of the Son of God, he began a persecution, for he sought to kill the Newborn
Child, whom he saw as a competitor for his earthly throne. But God had other plans, and Herod's schemes were thwarted. The Son
of God came into the world in this humble fashion:

Those who have taken up the sword and come to our land to kill are like Herod. They are the sons of darkness, not the sons of light.
What does the Nativity of Christ teach us? Christmas is a symbol of unity and invincibility, because during such holidays, faith is
awakened, a faith that allows no room for doubt in the truth of our victory. How can we celebrate Christmas during a time of war,
when thousands of Ukrainians have lost their homes and loved ones, and tens of thousands of soldiers are fighting the Russian
aggressor? Yet, the deep meaning of this great Christian holiday does not lose its significance in times of war. In times of trial, faith
often undergoes a kind of "reboot," which becomes an important stage in the spiritual development of a believer.

Christmas brings peace to the world, proclaims the truth, grants reconciliation with the Son of God, and encourages us to fight
against evil, the darkness of this age. Without victory over evil, true peace cannot be achieved.

Thousands of Ukrainians find themselves in foreign lands, far from their homes, and some no longer have homes in which to
celebrate Christmas. More than ever, in these moments, we must stand shoulder to shoulder, offer a helping hand, and support one
another. Christmas calls us to take concrete steps of solidarity to help those who suffer.

The history of the Ukrainian people is written in pain and suffering. Through His incarnation, God touches our hearts, and it is in the
Mystery of the Nativity of Christ that our hearts find their true meaning. May this Nativity of Christ be a moment of great joy for all
of us. No one can take away our joy and hope—not shelling, not strikes, not missiles, nor Iranian Shahed drones.
