Dear brothers and sisters!

Glory to Jesus Christ!

The Great Fast continues and every day brings us closer to the joyous celebration of Pascha, the Lord’s
Resurrection. None of us could have imagined that we would greet the greatest Christian holiday, the Resurrection of
Christ, in the midst of a global pandemic. We could never imagine that our temples would be closed, that we would not
hear the words with “with fear of God and the faith draw near" and we would have to be shut up in our homes. In the
midst of time of trial, the Church continues our spiritual preparation for this triumphant Feast and calls upon us to draw
ever nearer to our Lord.

There is, | think, no person who does not at this time call upon the name of God. All of humanity today, as never
before, turns to God to calling upon Him to have compassion on His creation. This state can be symbolically compared
to the Desert spoken of in the Bible as the way to God. Abraham passed this way, leaving the Chaldean to enter the
Promised Land.

The story of Moses, too, begins the wilderness as God appears to him in a burning bush. We find God appearing to
Elijah not in a thunderous noise, not in a whirlwind or earthquake, but in the silence of nature, in the silence of the
heart, in silence, when he is free from worry and fear, alone with God.

A world pandemic during Lent can be equated with the biblical desert as the entire planet undergoes, as it were, a
desert pandemic with isolation, restriction of freedom, inability to go for coffee with friends or invite them to visit, with
fear of contracting the disease, in a state of loneliness. This truly gives us pause and prompts us to ask as did St.
Augustine: “Lord, let me know You and myself.”

God sometimes allows a time in the desert (in some most difficult situation) in the life of a man or society so that we
can better check how strong is our faith but, most importantly, so that we might know the truth about God.



The pandemic reveals to us all the truth about ourselves, about who we are in the eyes of God and what we are
capable of. It shows us our infirmity and our sinfulness. We come face to face with the stunning truth of who we are
without the visible help of the Lord. Not only does it reveal the truth about ourselves, but it also changes us internally,
giving us the occasion to realize that in an instant we can be deprived of everything, even of our own lives. Our values
and priorities are changing. This state, this situation we experience in such difficult circumstances impels us to seek
God.

When God led the people of Israel for 40 years through the wilderness, and they finally entered the Promised Land, it
was already another sort of people who had been brought to a covenant with God, these were changed people. The
purpose of the wilderness is to shape man, to bring up true disciples of Christ. In this way God wants to teach us
something, to strengthen our faith, because every life situation is a lesson in understanding.

The cloud of the pandemic that looms over humanity drives us to know God. God is never so close as He is at this
time, awaiting our steps of faith as we reach out to him, needing His help to believe arrive at appropriate conclusions. It
is not easy for us at times to see God's will in certain situations. Let us nonetheless seek to see in this challenging time
the presence of a God Who loves us and Who gave up His Son to death for our sake.

There is a certain parable. A certain man's life ended, he died and appeared before the Lord. The Lord received him
joyfully and showed him his whole life, which was like a long journey. In this journey, next to the man's footprints,
another set of footprints could be seen. The man understood that it was the Lord Who had walked beside him
throughout his life. But in some places these traces disappeared and it happened during the most difficult periods of
his life. Then he asked in surprise: "Lord, why in the difficult moments did you leave me alone?" The Lord replied, “No,
I never left you. It is just that in these difficult times for you, | carried you in My arms.”

Christ goes to His passion and suffers. He drinks the cup of contempt. Are we ready to share this cup of suffering with
him? This action in the Gospel is deeply symbolic. To share the cup with Jesus means to see, to discover God as a
person close and dear to oneself, to experience the taste of God’s love for us. Jesus, who first went into the wilderness
before his suffering, tells us: "Look, you are not alone, | am here for you. It was also difficult for me. You are never
alone."

May these sentiments be always with us. We obey His holy will: “Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find;
knock and it shall be opened; for every one that asks receives, and he that seeks finds, and to him that knocks it shall
be opened” (Matthew 7:7-8).
