THANKSGIVING

Among the earliest mentions of our Eucharistic gathering are references that Christians assembled on the Lord's Day to read the
memoirs of the apostles or the prophets — what has become, in accepted tradition, the reading of the Epistles and the Gospel.



The next important moment is the offering of bread and wine. When Christ, before His suffering, at the Last Supper took bread,
broke it, gave it to His disciples and said: "This is My Body," and then took wine and said: "This is My Blood of the New Covenant. Do
this in remembrance of Me" — we call this the Eucharist, meaning offering, thanksgiving. The bread that the faithful brought, and
which remained, was distributed by the apostles to the needy and the poor.

Thus, our Divine Liturgy was built on this foundational structure. Today we often divide our celebration into two parts — the Liturgy
of the Word, where we listen to readings that teach us the Christian faith and prepare us for the communal celebration as the Body
of Christ in what is called the Liturgy of the Faithful.

Today | will focus on the theme of Thanksgiving, because it is the central part of the Liturgy, since the very word "Eucharist" comes
from the Greek verb eucharisté (suxaplotw), which means "to give thanks." The word "thank" is pronounced many times during the
Divine Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom — more than eight times.

In the second part of the Liturgy, the priest says the words: “Let us lift up our hearts,” and the choir responds: “We lift them up unto
the Lord.” Then come the following words: “Let us give thanks unto the Lord” — and the people and choir sing: “It is meet and right
to worship the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Spirit, the Trinity, one in essence and undivided.” The priest continues to pray and
reads these words: “It is proper and right to sing to You, to bless You, to praise You, to thank You and to worship You...” So — what
are we thankful for?

If we listen further, we hear that we give thanks to God for creating us — for our life — and for God's ongoing relationship with
humanity. This God, who is completely beyond our understanding — “ineffable, invisible, incomprehensible...” — and who has the
power to create from nothing, is at the same time unknowable and yet able to be known. Our God reveals Himself to us; He desires
a relationship with His creation. Even when humanity turned away, God did not abandon us but continued to care for us. God
continues to reach out to us to restore communion with Him.

We continue to thank God in the Liturgy for all these “blessings bestowed upon us, both manifest and unseen.” Our relationship with
God is a true gift — and for this, we give thanks. We thank God for accepting our offerings, our prayers, and our petitions. Our
Liturgy is built on thanksgiving.

And now we come to the origin of the holiday we call Thanksgiving Day.

Most Canadians and Americans are familiar with the holiday of Thanksgiving. When Europeans arrived in North America and crossed
the ocean, they gave thanks to God. But even before Europeans initiated Thanksgiving, long before, the Indigenous peoples sought
to ensure a good harvest through dances and rituals, such as the Cherokee Green Corn Dance. This was, in its own way, a ritual of
thanksgiving.

The first known Thanksgiving service held by Europeans in North America took place on May 27, 1578, in Newfoundland.
Thanksgiving celebrations were observed sporadically at the local level for more than 150 years. Usually, these were autumn harvest
festivals. But in 1789, Elias Boudinot, a member of the U.S. House of Representatives from Massachusetts, proposed a "Day of
Thanksgiving" to thank God for granting the American people the opportunity to create a Constitution to preserve their hard-won
freedoms.

The Joint Committee of Congress approved this proposal and reported it to President George Washington. On October 3, 1789, the
President proclaimed that the people of the United States would observe “a day of public thanksgiving and prayer” on Thursday,
November 26.

The greatest credit for establishing Thanksgiving as an annual holiday goes to Sarah Josepha Hale, editor of Ladies’

Magazine and Godey’s Lady’s Book. Beginning in 1827, she campaigned for such a day by publishing articles in magazines. She also
published stories and recipes and wrote dozens of letters to governors, senators, and presidents. After 36 years of campaigning, she
won her battle. On October 3, 1863, inspired by the Union victory at Gettysburg, President Abraham Lincoln proclaimed

that November 26 would be a national Thanksgiving Day, to be celebrated annually on the fourth Thursday of November.

In 1941, a Joint Resolution of Congress officially established the fourth Thursday of November as the national holiday

of Thanksgiving Day.

Today, Thanksgiving is a time when many families gather together, and many churches open for special services.

Thanksgiving is a way of lifting oneself up to God — through gratitude. The Eucharistic Divine Liturgy is, above all, an act of raising
the heart and giving thanks to God for all He has done for humanity and the world.

The original sin of man — the source of all suffering, corruption, and eventual death — lies in man’s failure to give thanks to God.
Restoration of unity with God and with all creation in Him happens through thanksgiving in Christ. Jesus is the only truly thankful,
humble, and obedient person to God. In Him, as the only Begotten Son of God and the only perfect Adam, all people can lift their
hearts and give thanks to the Lord:

"For there is one God and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, who gave Himself as a ransom for all..."

(1 Timothy 2:5)

To Him be glory and thanksgiving, forever and ever. Amen.
