Depart to the depths and cast down your nets (Luke 5: 1-15).

When we Listen to the words of today's Gospel about the calling of the first apostles, we see that Jesus met Peter and his
companions during their work. They worked all night, but did not catch any fish, and fishing was their main job and means of
subsistence.

Peter and his companions were experienced fishermen and knew when, how and where to fish well. Good skills and abilities in this
work provided them with food and ensured a normal life. However, their unsuccessful work that night recalls the truth that even
great life experience does not protect human labor from mistakes and failures. And Christ enters this sad situation of fishermen.
After completing his science, He invites Peter to sail to the depths of the lake and once again cast his nets for fishing. And a miracle
happens, in broad daylight Peter pulls out nets full of fish that do not even fit in two boats.

Following Jesus' advice, Peter received not only material gain, but great spiritual good, because he knew the Divine power of Christ
and his own sinfulness, imperfection. From this we see what an important role a deep religious spirit plays in a person's life.

Similarly, today people try to create the appropriate level and conditions of their lives and provide it with their work. The standard of
living depends on the quality of work, in particular the level of consciousness and responsibility in its implementation. What is the
consciousness and morality of man, such is the standard of his life. What values a person fills himself with, builds his life on such
principles.

There is no doubt that many people want to live in good conditions, in abundance, so that truth and justice prevail in life, but they do
not always want to be good themselves. We want a lot of good from God: health, housing, prosperity, good work, earnings, but we
do not want to live with God, according to God's commandments. With a wonderful catch of fish, Jesus invites us to deepen his
spiritual life. The stronger a person's spiritual connection with God, the more earthly and spiritual good a person will be able to gain
in life with God's help.

God enters a person's life and fills it with his values - love, truth and justice as a measure of man's connection with God. This
spiritual connection can be built only with the help of the mediators of the spiritual life, such as the Bible, prayer, the Holy Mysteries
and the frequent use of them. The more a person is filled with God's grace, the more God will be present in his life, in his relations
with other people, and His truth will strengthen them.

Spiritual growth requires knowledge of the mediators of the spiritual life and the ability to use them. Unfortunately, many Christians
do not know all the daily prayers, do not want to learn the basics of the catechism: God's and church commandments, truths of faith,
basic virtues, holy mysteries, do not know how to recognize and name their own sins. Is it possible to build a reliable home of
human life on such a basis?

Let us try to take a closer look at the spiritual life of modern Christians to see if its condition can assure us of a high standard of
human life. Let's pay attention to its three main levels.

A devout Christian tries to perform all religious duties well, because he sees in them his own goodness and the glory of God. Deep
spirituality spreads God's, objective principles of life: human life and health are more important than material things, human
interests; objective norms, principles of life: truth, justice, human dignity, equality of rights, care for the common good.

When the spiritual life of a Christian is reduced to the practice of religious traditions and customs, he is threatened by a lack of
proper spirit. Their performance is mainly mechanical due to the lack of the spirit of faith and love and brings a person minimal
spiritual benefit, a weak moral level. Although a person tries to be good, he cares first of all for his own good, which prevails over
the good of others. The lives of such people are often governed by the principle: my house is on the edge. They don't care about the
good, other people's problems: I'm fine, everything else, their personal business, it's their problems. Such a person is closed in the
circle of his interests.

The third level of spiritual life is created by individuals who believe but do not practice. Their life is reduced to meeting the basic
needs of the body: food, clothing, rest, money. They mention God and their own soul only when difficult life problems and spiritual
crises come.

Their careless performance of spiritual duties is due to ignorance of the truths of the Christian faith, prayers, virtues and sins, lack of
knowledge of God and self, good and evil. The consequence of this is a low level of morality: preference is given to material things,
care for one's own good, personal gain. Such a person is governed by the benefit and pleasure of the body, not the good of the soul
and others. It operates on human principles, not objective norms.

EXAMPLE. In one city, everyone was very surprised by one merchant, who was always satisfied. He was once asked, "What is the
reason for this?" And he replied: "Every time | have a habit of looking at things. First | raise my eyes to the sky. This is the most
important thing in my life and the goal of all my efforts. Then | turn my gaze to the ground and remember that little is needed for my
body. | finally look around to see that others live much worse than | do. ” So we need to turn our eyes to these three things more
often to see how much we need for earthly and eternal life.

Thus, the level of man's morality depends on the level of his spiritual life, insofar as it is based on the foundation of God's law - the



commandments and is manifested in the good performance of Christian duties. It brings a person a high moral level, filling him with
a deep spirit of faith and love. A true Christian cares for his spiritual life not only to live peacefully and abundantly, but for the eternal
good of his soul, fills every act with the spirit of love for God and neighbor, cares for the common good, just as the apostles worked
at sea together.

Just as the Apostle Peter's boat was once filled with fish, so our every day must be filled with the thought of God and good

works. Let us wisely use the time of our lives given by God for our salvation to stand before God with our hands full of merit and
hear from Jesus Christ the words, “Christian, you have worked all your life, but your work has been blessed, so may your reward be
great. in Heaven!”
