BACKGROUND INFORMATION RE BROTHERHOOD MISERICORDIA CHRISTIANA (BXM)

BpatcTeo XpuctusHcbkoro Munocepaa (6XM) — Brotherhood — BXM — was established by Constitution adopted in September 1942
and has been an integral part of St. Sophie Cathedral Community.

Purposes and foremost Goals are, —

To nurture love and respect for our church community and its people,

To support the spirit of brotherhood and true Christian Mercy (Misericordia),

To visit ailing members in hospitals or in their homes,

To preserve, in perpetuity, the memory of those members who are deceased through the arrangement of an Annual Memorial
Liturgy, as well as an annual Memorial Luncheon on the 4% Sunday of Great Lent,

To maintain a Memorial Book, which remains in the church, and contains short biographical notes on all past members of BXM.



The following are among the contributions that BXM has made to St. Sophie Cathedral:

The Brotherhood, together with the Parish Council, contributed to the purchase of the Main Monument (MAM’ATHUK), at Mount
Royal Cemetery, in memory of our deceased members of the Parish.

The Brotherhood donated $25,000 for the painting of the Icon “3HameHs MpecsaTtoi boropoauui — OpaHTa” on the Altar ceiling.
The Brotherhood donated $2,750 for the photographed copy of the Icon of the Baptism of our Lord, on the south side church wall.
The Brotherhood supports St Sophie Children’s Summer Camp, Met. llarion Ukrainian School, Sunday School and other community
projects.

Within the last ten years, the Brotherhood has contributed over $8,000 to Cathedral needs. In addition, $200 payments upon the
repose of a member are donated to St. Sophie Cathedral in most cases.

The Brotherhood, also ensures that:

During Great Lent, lenten candles are lit during Sorokousty Services, for members that have bequested funds upon their repose for
the reading of their family memorial booklet.

Planting of flowers at the Main Monument at Mount Royal Cemetery as well as for members of BXM who bequested funds for
flowers to be planted on individual gravesites.

Gravesite services are held for BXM members and others that we have a commitment to remember through bequests.

Greeting cards are sent to BXM members 80 years and over, on their birthdays.

Christmas and Easter parcels to Parish and BXM members in long-term facilities are prepared and delivered by volunteers.

Visiting or phoning BXM and other members to offer support and encouragement in their need.

MEMBERSHIP — Membership fee is $10.00 per year. Upon the repose of a member a $200 donation (MocmepTHe), in memory of
the departed member is paid to St. Sophie Cathedral or the Brotherhood as designated on the membership application. Presently
we have 63 plus members.

POMENKY (MEMORIAL LUNCH)
BXM Annual Pomenky are held on an annual basis, as per our Constitution, and a Memorial Book was established listing the names
of BXM Members that have reposed in the Lord. This historical book to date contains approximately 443 names.

In the early 1990’s, in discussion with the Parish Council and its president, Yaroslav Kulba, it was agreed that the BXM Annual
Pomenky be changed to Annual Parish Memorial Pomenky, and the panakhyda would include all members of the Parish that had
reposed in the Lord from the previous years’ Pomenky, along with all members listed in the BXM Memorial Book, and BXM would
continue to sponsor the event.

We hold our Annual Parish Memorial Pomenky on the 4" Sunday of Great Lent to commemorate the departed during Great Lent, a
time when we pray for our departed.

Our membership is on a constant decline and new members are most welcome. Join the Brotherhood and become a part of this
humanitarian organization. By serving its members with care and compassion the Brotherhood works to cultivate in the church
community, a spirit of brotherhood and true Christian mercy built firmly on the Foundation of Christian morals and ethics.
