In Ukrainian today, we are afraid to use the word “slave”, which is the literal translation of “rab”. Why? Because the concept of a
slave means complete dependence. And we don't want that. We understand that a “slave” is no longer a person in the regular sense
of the word, because he has no rights. Therefore, where the word “slave" is used in the original, we translate is as “servant",
although there is a significant difference between a slave and a servant. A servant is someone who is called to serve, for which he is
paid. When he voluntarily terminates his service, he loses his salary. In any case, the position of a servant is very different from that
of a slave.

A slave is someone who is completely dependent, deprived of all rights and cannot change anything. When a slave escaped from
captivity, what was done to him? He was condemned and, very often, even killed. This is because the concept of a slave implied
complete dependence.

Therefore, when we say to your unworthy servant - “slave" and not your “servant" - it means that we do not agree with the Lord
that we will serve Him, but that we are completely dependent on Him.

It should be emphasized that ““slave" is not a derogatory title. If we call someone a slave, then it is like depriving someone of
dignity. In the Holy Scriptures, there is another understanding of this concept: not to deprive of dignity, but to make completely
dependent. In the spiritual sense, we are all slaves, either slaves to sin, which is our natural state, or slaves to Christ.

The Apostle Paul begins his Epistle to the Romans by calling himself a "slave of Jesus Christ" (Rom. 1:1) and in his Epistle to Titus - "a
slave of God" (Titus 1:1).The Apostle James begins his message in the same way: "James, a servant of God and of the Lord Jesus
Christ" (James 1:1) Some translations use the word "servant" in these passages, but the Greek word "doulos" literally means
"slave".

The title "servant of God" is not found in everyday Church life, but only in its sacred part, for example, during the Mysteries: "...the
Servant of God receives the Body and Blood..." and other expressions similar to this.

Slaves have no will of their own. They are literally captive to their masters. Where sin has been our master, by the power of Christ,
we can overcome sin: "Being freed from sin, you have become slaves of righteousness" (Rom. 6:18) By coming to Jesus in
repentance and receiving the forgiveness of sins, we receive the power of the Holy Spirit, Who indwells us. It is by His power that we
can resist sin and become slaves of righteousness.

Therefore, to be a servant of God is a privilege. It means that we serve Him and obey Him. He humbled himself and became a Man
in order to exalt us and make us His children. God is the Source of life, truth, love and all good things. Is it humiliating to be a slave
of Kindness, a slave of Mercy, a slave of Truth?

So, from the above quotes, we see that neither God nor the Church demeans the dignity of a person, and the term "servant of God"
is our choice, by which we, first of all, show our humility before God, as well as our determination to fight, in order to not be slaves
of sin, but to be slaves of God, to belong to Him, to a special circle of the elect, i. e. Christians.
