Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Ukrainians marked a heartbreaking milestone on November 19 — 1,000 days since Russia launched its full-scale genocidal war
against Ukraine. In these days of unimaginable suffering, the people of Ukraine have shown unwavering unity, resilience, and
indomitable courage in the face of the Russian aggressor.

War brings indescribable pain: the tears of families torn apart, the loss of friends, and the grief of those who must bury their loved



ones. Every death is a tragedy, leaving deep, unhealable wounds in the hearts of those who mourn. There is not a single region
untouched by the scourge of war, not a place where Russian missiles have not struck civilian targets, or where innocent children
have not lost their lives.

We honor the memory of
those who have given their lives for our freedom, and we salute those who continue to battle for our independence.

We mourn with the families who have lost their sons and daughters in this brutal war. As we grieve, we also pray for a just and
lasting peace, for a Ukraine that remains whole, free, and sovereign.

We extend our deepest gratitude to the Armed Forces of Ukraine for their tireless defense of our nation. We are forever grateful to
our volunteers, chaplains, medics, rescuers, repairmen, power engineers, journalists, and all those who have spoken out, exposing
the crimes of the invaders.

A special word of thanks goes to our families—the mothers, fathers, sisters, brothers, and grandparents—who support us with their
strength, work, and prayers. Together, as one united Ukrainian family, we will do all we can to ensure that the sacrifices made by
those who gave their lives for Ukraine were not in vain.

Let us continue to pray, asking God to grant us victory and peace. May those who kill innocent lives on Putin’s orders, or for greed,
be held accountable before God. For God is not mocked.

As the prophet Isaiah said:

So do not fear, for | am with you; do not be dismayed, for | am your God. | will strengthen you and help you; | will uphold you with
my righteous right hand. For | am the LORD, your God, who takes hold of your right hand and says to you, Do not fear; | will help
you.
